But the biggest surprise was when the doctor
announced that there is nothing wrong with Manisha’s heart and she is perfectly normal.

God’s hand

The team here in the kitchen was overloaded as the Cook had to cook
for 38 people in a small kitchen. One Sunday Margaret the cook was
cooking lunch right after the children had finished breakfast. She had
Priyanka and Pratibha helping her in the kitchen. In a hurry to finish the
cooking quickly so that they could go to church, Margaret turned the
stove to full capacity and on it was seven litre pressure cooker.
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The pressure cooker couldn’'t bear the extra pressure and burst open with full force. It was
like small bomb blast while the three members of staff were inside the 10 foot by 10 foot
kitchen. The lid of cooker struck the ceiling with full force and struck on the kitchen glass
window, shattering the glass hitting the grills and was thrown back into the kitchen. The hot
food spread everywhere. It was a complete mess but nobody got injured.

It was hard imaging how they could escape while everything in kitchen was
affected and the shattered glass was everywhere, the crooked aluminium lid of
the cooker which rebounded from three placed was lying in middle of the room.
Apart from Margaret, who had a minor cut on her leg, noone was even touched.
The only explanation is that God’s hand protected them. Praise be to Him!!!

New volunteer - Justin

Justin arrived on 9™ January to work as a short-term volunteer. He will be here until the first
week of May. This is Justin’s second time with us. Previously he came with an outreach team
for a month. He developed special bond with the teenage boys and is focusing on discipling
them during his stay here.

Staff outreach

We are praying to bring five new kids to live in the children’s house,
within this month. We are also planning to visit new areas as the
police around station (where most kids live) are getting very strict
